Regarding the health requirement:   Beginning with student who are freshman in the fall of 2013, students will be required to take.5 unit of health at any time grades 6-12.  A district may choose to integrate health across the curriculum at the middle or high school level in lieu of a stand-alone course. 
Regents Scholar/Opportunity Scholarship

*Please note if you plan to enter a South Dakota College or University, you will need 3 credits of math and 3 credits of lab science.

The Department of Education and Cultural Affairs and the Board of Regents annually recognize seniors committed to academic excellence through the South Dakota opportunity program.

Recognized students are accepted for automatic entrance to any of the six institutions of higher education in South Dakota.  To be eligible, a student must have completed the following courses with no final grade below a C and a grade point no lower than a B (3.0 GPA).  

ACT score must be a 24 or better.  Students that achieve the academic portion, but not the ACT score will be recognized as Regent Scholar.  They will not be eligible for the opportunity scholarship. 

Students attending a college/university will receive $1,000/per year for the first three years and the fourth year, $2,000.  Those attending a technical institute will receive $2,000 the first year and $3,000 the second year.  State legislature approved SB 11 to provide funding for this scholarship program.

B. Entering undergraduates will also be required to have one of the following:

1. A minimum of 2.6 GPA.

2. A graduating class rank in the top 60%.

3. An ACT composite score of 18.

C. If you do not meet these requirements admission will be looked at and granted on a one-on-one basis.

There is a possibility of taking 28 credit hours of class while at M.H.S., which means that you have 10 hours of electives you can take during that time.  

A requirement of 1 credit of Consumer Economics is necessary to graduate from M.H.S.  This requirement can be met in a number of different ways by taking courses such as Personal Finance, Foods I, Fiber Arts, Relationships, Childcare, Interior Design, Creative Cookery, Single Living, and/or Family Living.

This is basically a lab work class. Some basic chemical knowledge is introduced and reinforced when students are doing hands-on activities that are related to their everyday life and the community they live in. The following are a part of the activities: 1. Farming related chemical analysis: such as soil acidity (pH) analysis, forage, protein, seeds, meat, fat, mineral analysis, etc. 2. Water tests: such as nitrate, chlorine, magnesium, etc. 3. Chemistry in kitchen and cooking. 4. Environmental concerns: such as green house effects, acid rain, etc. 5. Energy resources: such as renewable energy-ethanol production. 6. Basic equipment for analytical chemistry: such as chromatography, CBL and probes, etc. 7. Basic lab skills: such as setting-up equipment, blowing glass, etc. 8. Automobile emission tests, and much more...

A variety of laboratory activities and demonstrations will be employed to develop student

WOODSHOP I

Credit: 1



2 Semesters

Course Status: Elective

Prerequisite: None


This course is the introduction to drafting and designing a functional personal project, computing the cost, and construction using hand tools.  Much emphasis is on math and geometry, filling of wood joints, finish application and refinishing and repair of existing furniture makes up the content of this class.  Power tools will be introduced throughout the second semester.  Safety in the shop is always stressed.  One large project and two small projects or four small projects is the minimum requirement.  Enrollment in this course will be limited to 14 students.

Course Status: Elective

Prerequisite: Woodshop I (“C” Average)

Power tools are generally used throughout the construction of student designed projects.  Strength and beauty through the use of practical wood joinery is stressed.  Other activities include upholstery, a carpentry project plus antique restoration.  Required is at least on large project and two small projects or four intricately done smaller items, plus a weekly report due every Tuesday.  One small project will include a customized picture frame.  Enrollment in this course will be limited to 14 students.

(“C” Average, Staff Placement)

This course will consist of modern residential carpentry construction; models and full scale, truss rafters, floor joists, wall studs, headers, shingling, etc.  Field trips and hands on experience will take place. NATIONAL FORENSIC LEAGUE- The N.F.L. is an honorary organization for students involved in public speaking and competition speech events.  They sponsor two oral interpretation festivals.  They also honor students for excellence in speech through a point system and advanced degrees.

STUDENT CONGRESS- Congress is offered in the spring of the year.  Knowledge on parliamentary procedure is stressed and legislative speaking is based on student written bills and resolutions. 

ORAL INTERP- Oral Interp takes place in the fall of the year.  Students select reading material from literature and compete in contests in poetry, humorous, serious drama, serious, prose, oratory, duo interp or readers’ theatre.

STUDENT COUNCIL- The Milbank High School’s student council formulates much of the main social events for the year.  The student council consists of 6 Seniors and 2 members from the other three classes.  The council meets in the seminar room at the announced times.  If a student is interested in being part of the student council they may indicate this at class meetings held at the beginning of each school year.  The executive group is elected from the incoming Seniors in the spring of the previous term.

A physical exam is required every two years for all students planning to participate in any athletic event during the school year.
